	HIGHWAYS MATTERS
· The issue with vehicles being driven the wrong way around the island in Hampden Hall was continuing.  The Clerk had requested an update from the Community Board regarding the Council’s bid for funding for improved signage but all the projects were still with Transport for Bucks for costing.
· Complaints had been received regarding speeding vehicles in New Road, near the new developments.  The Clerk had told the complainants that a number of changes were proposed for New Road within the Hampden Fields development.  It was agreed that the MVAS be put in the area to establish the extent of speeding taking place.
