	VACANCY
The Clerk reported that as Cllr Morgan has not attended a meeting of the Parish Council for 6 months, he was disqualified from being a parish councillor under the LGA 1972.  The vacancy had been reported to Buckinghamshire Council and the vacancy would be filled at the election in May.  The Council could co-opt before then if wished.  One person had expressed interest but did not meet the eligibility criteria, he had offered to volunteer where he could.

	POLICY AND RESOURCES
a) The list of payments totalling £11,099.72 was AGREED. 
b) Internal Audit – it was unanimously AGREED to retain IAC Audit to carry out the internal audit for the 2020-21 accounts.
c) Request from Hampden Fields Action Group – HFAG had emailed enquiring about a donation or grant from the Parish Council.  The Chairman had spoken to them and asked them to submit a formal request for a grant but this had not been received to date.
d) Work Plan – The Council’s workplan was reviewed and agreed.

a) Recreation Ground Improvements 
The application for certificate of lawful development was ready to go subject to confirmation on the type of surface the path should have.  After discussion, it was agreed that a self binding gravel path be installed.  The Clerk would submit the planning application and the application for use of s106 funds.

c) Memorial to fallen plane
The Clerk had spoken to Bucks Council planning department who advised that pre-application advice be sought.  The cost for this was £78.  It was agreed to submit this using the design and information provided by the local resident who had carried out the research.

	STREETLIGHTS – CALA HOMES, ASTON CLINTON ROAD
Cala Homes had made contact with regard to the Council adopting the streetlights once the development is completed.  They had asked for the Council’s preferred lighting specification and the Clerk had sent details of the LED lights in use in the village.
After discussion it was AGREED that the Council would be prepared to adopt the lighting provided a commuted sum for maintenance was provided.  
The s106 agreement also made provision for the amenity land and LEAP to be offered to the Parish Council and the Clerk was asked to request details of land and commuted sum for this.

a) There were no issues to report with play equipment, however the play area and playing fields were very wet and muddy.  The tennis court remained closed due to covid laws and the Clerk would unlock them as soon as government announced they were to be opened again.

	ENVIRONMENT AND HIGHWAYS
a) Report from lead members Cllr Terry and Cllr Paterson:
Cllr Terry said that she was still tending the jubilee oak but that it needed planting out.  It was suggested that this be planted in the community orchard.
Cllr Paterson reported 3 drain covers that appeared to have collapsed in Brook End, he would send details to the Clerk for reporting to Transport for Bucks.
b) Flooding – The correspondence from residents affected by recent flooding was noted.  The Clerk had been in contact with Transport for Bucks and the Flood Management Team at Bucks Council.  The owner of the land through which West End ditch flowed had been contacted and asked to clear blockages, TFB would also be carrying out maintenance of the gullies and culvert in Main Street, Worlds End Lane and Marroway.  The clerk would contact Thames Water with regard to water getting into the sewage system.
c) Dog Mess on private land – the clerk had received complaints of dog mess in two of the fields in the village, there were dog waste bins near both fields.

The Clerk reported that following complaints of litter in Marroway and Wendover Road she had contacted Street Scene at Buck Council who would send an officer out to consider whether to do a litterpick of this area.  The litter in Marroway was on the side without a pavement so could not be done safely by volunteers.  Cllr Watson said that a local resident was seeking to set up a Wombles group for the area, he would pass the details to the Clerk.
A tree on Wendover Road had been reported to TFB as it was leaning over the pavement, TFB would be writing to the adjacent homeowner as it was their responsibility.
The Clerk reminded councillors that election were to be held in May and that nomination packs were now available.  Deadline for nominations to be delivered to Bucks Council was 8th April.
