	PRESENTATION ON PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT OFF BYE GREEN
The developers talked through the proposed layout of the site which had not changed since the Council considered the application.  They were keen to develop the scheme and wished to engage when the Neighbourhood Plan was reviewed.  They also stated they were willing to have a local connection test for the properties when first marketed. Councillors thought the scheme had merits but as it went against the Neighbourhood Plan were not willing to remove the Council’s objection.

	BROADBAND PROVISION IN THE PARISH
The Council had been approached by two residents regarding the Gigabit Broadband Voucher scheme funded by central government which aims to improve broadband connectivity and speeds in rural areas.  Bucks Council also had additional funding to top up the voucher scheme.
First step will be to gather contact details of those interested in high speed broadband, then pass it on to a telecoms company who will put together a proposal with costs.  The more people that are interested, the lower the cost per household for both the installation and monthly licence.
The resident attending the meeting agreed to put information on Everything Weston Turville with a request that residents register their interest in the being part of the scheme with the Clerk.  Cllr Watson would put on the Nextdoor social media app.

a) The minutes of the meeting held on 16TH July 2020 were agreed  and duly signed by the Chairman.

	POLICY AND RESOURCES
a) It was noted that agreement has been reached between the National Joint Council and employee representatives on an increment of 2.75% which was to be backdated to 1st April 2020 and the back dated pay included with September’s salary.
b) The list of payments totalling £14,763.85 was AGREED.  
c) The bank reconciliation and finance report were noted.  The Clerk reported that the Natwest accounts were now closed and the funds transferred to the Council’s Lloyds account.
d) Telephone and Broadband for the village hall and office – it was AGREED:
· to cancel the mobile phone the Clerk uses which currently costs £31.85 plus VAT per month 
· Cancel the landline into the hall as this is no longer required
· Transfer the broadband supply to the phone line into the office and for the Parish Council to take over the account from the village hall

a) The quotes received were reviewed and it was agreed to accept the quote from AXA via Came and Company which the Council felt offered the best cover.  The Council further agreed to enter into a three year deal for this insurance if one was available.
b) Indemnity insurance –in accordance with the terms and conditions of hire, the Historical Society had requested that the Council’s insurance indemnify them for their monthly meetings.  This was AGREED.

	IT SUPPORT AND WEBSITE
a) It was noted that IT support and email hosting is now provided by Cloudy IT.  Email migration had been completed and all ipads updated.
b) Parish Council websites need to comply with Website Accessibility Regulations by 23rd September.  The Clerk had been in contact with the web hosting company who confirmed they were taking steps to ensure websites complied.  The Clerk had prepared an accessibility statement to go on the website and this was approved.
c) 1&1 domain hosting fees had been increased and it was AGREED that the domains wtpc.org.uk and westonturvilleparishcouncil.org.uk were no longer required as the Council now used westonturville-pc.gov.uk.

	PROJECTS UPDATE 
a) Skate park, MUGA and Petanque 
As Sport England were unwilling to withdrawn their objection, it was AGREED that the application be withdrawn and a new application be submitted to cover all three facilities.  A new layout and design for the field would be needed, the Clerk would speak to the two companies who would be provided the skatepark and MUGA to see if they were able to assist with this, alternatively a landscape architect would be needed.
b) Village Sign 
The Clerk reported that the planning application for the village sign had been submitted.  A colour version had been provided and some changes requested, the Clerk would forward on the amended version once received.
c) Christmas tree and lights
Following the suggestion that the allotments association be asked to plant a conifer type tree in commemoration of their 100 year anniversary, they had responded that they did not want to plant this type of tree and would now plant a commemorative tree at the allotments. 
The Clerk had contacted Sharps who advised that lamp post closest to the proposed tree site could not be used as a power supply as it holds the CCTV equipment.  They recommended putting tree outside office area and running power from the village hall.  Alternatively battery operated outdoor lights could be used instead of power, the, cost for battery lights would be approx. £114 for 120m (1200 LEDs) of lighting.
After discussion it was AGREED that the Parish Council would source and plant a live tree in the corner of the hall car park and that it would be lit by battery operated lights.  Cllrs Simons and Terry would seek quotes for a tree.

	RECREATION GROUND AND SCHOOL APPROACH
a) Update on playground and recreation ground
The Clerk reported that regular inspections were taking place and no issues noted.  The zip wire and basket swing had now been repaired and were back in use.
There was an issue with vehicles parking on the verge in School Approach which was causing damage to the ground and an obstruction to traffic.  Cllr Jarvis would speak to the owners and it was agreed to extend the logs on the verge the full length of the road.  The Clerk would contact a local tree surgeon to see if they could provide any.
b) Tennis court maintenance
It was RESOLVED to accept the quotes from ETC Sports to repair the fence around the tennis court and repair the damaged area of the surface.  It was further agreed to enter into a 5 year contract to carry out maintenance and cleaning of the court surface annually at a cost of £800 per annum.
c) Request for a path behind the village hall to allow a one way system for the school entrance
It was agreed that the Chairman would speak to the Headteacher on ways to improve the drop off and pick up from school and that no path be installed across the playing field.  He would also raise the issue of the number of cars in the car park during the school day now that the village hall was back in use.

	ENVIRONMENT AND HIGHWAYS
a) Cllr Terry reported that a resident had asked when the 30mph limit would be extended in Worlds End Lane, the Clerk would contact Bucks Council for an update.
b) To consider request from BBOWT for litter/recycling facilities at the reservoir
The Clerk had spoken to Bucks Council who confirmed that it would not be possible to put a recycling bin in the layby and that the owner of the reservoir was responsible for any litter left there.  This had been relayed to BBOWT and they had requested a copy of the Parish Council’s grant application form.
c) Parking Issues
Barley Close: someone had been putting a note on cars parked in the layby saying that it was for residents of the bungalows only and signing it from the Parish Council.  The Clerk had clarified with Bucks Council that there was no allocated parking in this road.  The Clerk was asked to draft a letter to residents explaining that the laybys were part of the highway with no parking restrictions and that the notes were not from the Parish council.
School Lane:  Cllr Watson reported that a car had been parked awkwardly in School Lane which was causing another resident problems getting in and out of their drive.  The owner had refused to move the car.  The Clerk would contact the local PCSO for help and advice.
d) Noticeboard for The Paddocks – it was agreed to accept the quote from Greenbarnes to supply a noticeboard to the same specification as others in the parish.

b) It was agreed to make no further comment on application 19/02574/AOP, Land North of Bye Green at this time.
c) Application 20/02828/APP 173 Aston Clinton Road – it was agreed to object to this application as the proposed extension would result in the plot being overdeveloped and out of keeping with others.  It would also lead to loss of privacy to neighbouring properties
